MINUTES:
Minutes from September 29, 2009 should be amended to say Bill Foster reported that the power washer cannot be repaired. WORK IN PROGRESS:
Water Rate Committee – Mayor reviewed debt service billing structure and town water usage.


Bike Park – Banksgiving was a success; ramps will be painted, Board stated no preference for color; discussion of signage and helmets and setting opening and closing dates; Taylor donated garbage cans. 

Municipal Building Projects – Waiting for grant money and have discussed with Municipal Solutions; will have to do projects piecemeal.


Pictures on Website – Fred Blee discussed with Ray Hunt; 4/5 pictures, every month will rotate pictures; will start working on it and give to clerk’s office.

Village Offices – Moved in, have not received final bill from contractor for added work; thanks given to DPW for work in moving and bookcases made and to Lori DeHaas for making valances; additional costs for security, phone system, computers, etc. approximately $1,766, used previous furniture; other offices will be cleaned once a month for $35. Mayor commented historical society had appreciation for removal of garage door. 


Telephone Poles – Be removed slowly; discussion of using tarps for covering bike park ramps.

Village Financial Audit – Data sent to CPA firms requesting quotes; quote from Ciashi, Dietershagen, Little, Mickelson & Co. was opened and read, preliminary cost of $16,000, billed hourly for single audit, subsequent years, $12,000; only quote received.

Village Board Member – John Schaffer leaving at end of month, talking with people to fill remainder of term.


Housing Rehab Grant – Working with Tioga Oppor-tunities, will be sending out letter to all village residents.
