   Special meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:02 PM.  Introductions were made of representatives of Washita Valley and Owego Hartford Railway.  Walt Derryberry of Washita Valley was asked to explain business, stated pipe and steel casings will be brought in by rail and loaded on trucks; hours of operation 7 a.m. to 6 p.m. Monday through Friday; stated may be cases working on Saturday if late shipment on Friday, but do not like to work on Sundays; Fence will be redone around the yard and access to Silk Street improved for turning radius to keep trucks from driving on properties; stated will never be any hazardous waste unloaded or stored at this tie. Will be creation of 2-7 jobs and will hire locally. Questions answered included size of trailers 45’ long with additional 20’, 33 trucks per day, all trucks in and out of location owned by company; Concern raised of control of tracking of mud, dust and dirt, answer rocking entire area to prevent mud problems; gate being moved to east side for better angle and whole yard will be gated to keep kids out, only problem area is where loading and unloading, discussion of temporary fence; Question if fence locked will trucks idle as in past, answer trucks not there until person there to open; Question if trains will idle all day long as in past, answer not like salt, will be normal switching operation; tractor trailers will be stored in Pennsylvania when not in use, guaranteed trucks will not be sitting on street.  Sheriff present to hear all issues.  Mayor requested business be a good neighbor, assured they are going to do everything they can, will leave card with cell phone number.  Issues to be addressed through village office. Question of whether road can handle truck traffic, Bill Foster stated Street base big enough; 80,000 pound limit answered will be running under that; Discussion of water project interruption, was stated will work with village and not interrupt project.  Steve May was questioned about tracks, he reviewed different projects and stated tracks in good shape, questioned by Bill Foster about Bridge Street, they will work together when that repair is done to make road match. Walt was questioned about emergency business operation hours, stated if emergency call for certain pipe would have to work to fill that particular order.  Concerns raised if things change, what is recourse if problems consistently occurring; Attorney states only if violation of noise or traffic ordinances. Walt stated will be willing to address issues and resolve, if truck damages something, they will pay for it. Question of benefits for village, answer of jobs, new business in the community, additional business and activity will help subsidize village. Two positions and five trucks will be hired.  Photos were shown of damage caused by trucks; Gate will be relocated closer to rail crossing for better turning radius and will be kept locked.  Complaint of trucks flying down Rewey, spoke to Sheriff, will be new concentration, law enforcement is committed.  Besides truck and train noise, will be fork lift and steel pipe clanging. Business is working with another township to maintain dust control and roadway. No hazardous waste, and MSDS collected for everything stored there. Silk Street resident discussed how emotional it is in shadow of past problems and changes, just want them to be good neighbors.  Decision has to be made, attorney stated Board does not have authority to deny business permit unless they are breaking village codes.
