Regular meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:05 PM.  
Guests:  Jim Callahan discussed the selling of the Elm Street property and read minutes from 1987 stating resolution passed that property can’t be sold if it land-locks property; he states this would land-lock 2 parcels, Lee & Grant; discussion with attorney and review of deed and maps;  attorney will review comments and deed, and Jim Callahan will have his attorney contact village attorney; issue tabled.
Tim Lulkoski signed contract for 28 Rewey Avenue, wants to totally redo house and keep frame and foundation, plans to be done by Thanksgiving.  Mayor requested local representative to comply, also require dates of compliance; Attorney recommended another public hearing be held as owner was not properly notified before hearing.  New public hearing to be held on August 17 with notice to owner immediately.

WORK IN PROGRESS:
Water Rate Committee – Bob Stevens discussed Howard Hill water main and concern with exposed pipe freezing; with consumption down, fear of rupture of the pipe and associated costs and issues of repairing, the Board was requested to write letters to remaining water consumers past Callahan’s stating if it freezes, water will be shut off and no repairs will be made. Bill Foster has contacted County about this, no response.  Board consensus to send out letter and notify health department.

Municipal Building Projects – Received letter from Dale Larson that kids and adults from church were looking for projects, could use for work on building.

Pictures on Website – No report.

Village Financial Audit – Waiting for final report.
