Public Hearing was called to order by the Mayor at 7:00 PM.  1) Cable Franchise: Attorney reviewed Time Warner Cable franchise; was agreed to change to 10 years from 15 years; needs to be signed or will not provide utility; payment will be twice a year.  2) Well Head Protection:  Trustee Inderwies reviewed the draft local law to protect potable water system against contamination spurred on by Marcellus Shale gas dwelling coming.  Tioga and Broome County share same aquifer, which is one of few sole source water systems; if contaminated, no source for water.  3) Procurement Policy:  Clerk reviewed modifications to method of purchases, used to be $10K, State raised to $20K, Public Works from $20K to $35K; will change policy to reflect that. Richard Lowe discussed issue of permit denial for property on Whig Street with letter stating things to be done, wants 30 days to come into compliance.
