Regular meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:03 PM.  

Public Hearing called to order at 7:04 PM for Critical Environmental Area (CEA) designation.  Steve Winkley from Rural Water and Hans Peeters from Tioga County Health Department were available for questions.  Trustee Inderwies gave an overview of the CEA for proposed gas drilling coming to area, stating concern with being a soul source aquifer. Companies that would want to drill in the CEA would have to undergo more rigorous environmental review.  Steve Winkley gave an overview of the wellhead protection area.  Questions raised such as method of enforcement.  CEA will be sent to DEC with designation and each government agency has to take in consideration of impact of CEA, but have to monitor yourself.  Extending CEA to surrounding municipalities was urged.  County will report any permit applications. Richford going through process, municipalities do have control over driveways and storage.  Tioga and Broome County from sole source aquifer; if federal money involved, will trigger EPA review.  County applauds Village efforts.  Short form SEQR has to be done first. Out of Public Hearing at 7:40 PM.

WORK IN PROGRESS:
Water Rate Committee – USDA turned down contract #4, didn’t fit into original grant request; checking with Municipal Solutions for possibility to reduce debt with unused grant money; new proposal by Hunt to replace more undersized pipes and upgrade telemetry.

Municipal Building – Municipal Solutions request into USDA turned down, suggested to wait another year. Important to work on drainage.  Hunt will give recommendation, no cost to get bids to get general idea.

Water Civil Suit – Letters send to unpaid accounts, one requested later payment, others to court.


Evans Easements for Distribution System – Some advancement, but will get more information.

Parking in Village – Department of Transportation has 4 signs on hold now due to businesses; will wait to do diagonal parking, Park Street has to be paved; craft show in August, would like to have done by then.

Use of Village Green/Band Stand – Craft Show August 13, need volunteers.

Property Maintenance Committee – Need to talk to Planning Board.

Absentee Property Owners – No Report.

Unlicensed Vehicle Law – Will work on it next meeting.

Solid Waste Changes – Meeting was held to discuss solid waste changes; decision made that you have to be on full service to purchase tags, will have a new tag for larger items, $5 for mattresses, dressers, etc. with limitations such as appliances, fluorescent lights; letters will be sent out to current tag buyers; regular service will go up $1, needed for gas increases; senior rate will not change; resolution to be done at Public Hearing next month. Comment made to make sure residents know dumpsters are available.
