Regular meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:01 PM.  

Public Hearing convened at 7:03 PM.  Discussed solid waste department deficit due to increased tipping fees across the county.  Board members, Clerk and DPW met to discuss adjustments to the solid waste billing.  Mayor discussed discontinuing cap charge and combining with service fee; tags as service would no longer be used, have to be on full service.  Question was raised of ending service completely, and answered that it is less expensive for residents than private services.  Public Hearing closed at 7:15 PM and convened to regular session. 
Guests:   Judy Eldridge questioned whether there would be more paving added to parking at Village Green to smooth it out, complaints of it being uneven and ugly; Bill Foster noted that it probably will not this year; She questioned how plowing will be done with new parking with no place to stack snow.  She asked about drive up mailbox and whether there will be curbs at the edge of blacktop; mailbox will be in either this weekend or next.  She asked about faucet on Municipal Building, as there is not one where told there would be.  Discussion of a faucet, suggestion of removable key and frost faucet.  Board approved.  Another concern was peeling paint on bottom of band stand; It is usually spruced up before Newark Valley Days, but DPW won’t have time to get to it.  Comment was made that last mowing had improved.  She stated they need two more loads of mulch and requested village dump truck deliver mulch; Board approved as it’s for Village.  Tillers & Toilers will pay and reimburse for gas.

Minutes were read and approved as presented from May 10, 2011, with a motion by Blee, seconded by Carlin. Carried.

Discussed as presented.

Presented in the amount of $33,667.23 from abstract numbers 7 and 8 and $33,401.25 from abstract number 2 for water project with a motion by Blee, seconded by Inderwies.  Carried.

Water Rate Committee – Engineers discussion wrap up and continuation of projects.  Meeting with Congressman Hanna’s rep and passed along concerns; when ready for letter of support, will consider concerns.

Use of Silk Street Entrance to Trout Ponds – Tim Lawton asked to use Silk Street entrance to trout ponds to plant corn, wants access to Mider’s piece of land between two Village properties; driveway needs to be cleared, gate is present for tractors to go through.  Attorney stated could be done without hearing, would need Hold Harmless agreement, will write and motion and do in New Business.

Ladder Factory – Went to court, Eiklor to convey property to County.  Doug Barton to contact Attorney Como.


29-31 S. Main Street – Chuck and Jeanine Komar presenting before Board to stop process of demolition. Have plans from Drew Minson Designs and removed back porch;  Mayor discussed issue of appearance and desire for owners to make property useable.  Drew Minson discussed work already done including negative asbestos testing, and 4 phases or proposed work with completion dates.  Code Officer stated code issues will be taken care of in Phase 1.  If Board accepts plan, will stop process of demolition. Attorney advised Board to accept conditionally, if Phase 1 not completed by September 30, 2011, would then proceed with Engineering report.  Board agreed with stipulation they keep within completion dates outlined.  Owners asked to come forward with progress completion, then will look at it again with each phase completion dates.
