Code Enforcement –
Working with other municipalities regarding ladder factory property, not sufficient information at this time, will continue to explore viable methods for someone to use building; concern raised of roof caving in. Main Street property addressed at board meeting 2 months ago with owners and their architect and completion dates were outlined. Will continue to follow those dates.
