Guest Ed Nizalowski, town resident, spoke regarding gas drilling/hydrofracking issue.  Mr. Nizalowski stated “in New York State, this issue of drilling/hydrofracking is one of the more controversial subjects.”  Mr. Nizalowski stated he has read years of materials on the subject and “believes (drilling/hydrofracking) inherently unsafe” and would like to see a moratorium banning it from occurring in NYS.  Mr. Nizalowski stated there would be a meeting Sunday, March 18th, at 6:30 PM in the County Office Building, Hubbard Auditorium, by the Raft Residents Against Fracking Tioga.   Mayor Tornatore briefly reviewed history in the Village wherein CEA adopted, providing wellhead protection for  Village as restricts drilling to particular spaces—even though it doesn’t ban drilling within the Village, there would be a higher level of environmental impact compliance.
