COMMITTEE REPORTS
Public Works – Foster – Walking path at Trout Ponds – Variance from code to have 4’ wide – Blacktop estimate cost of $14,000 – Concrete estimate cost of $15,100 with no base and no labor, just top material.  Could do in 500’ sections.  Leak detection 14 leaks, all finished.  2 service connection to be fixed by residents with dates set up to have fixed.  Proposal for new truck cost $36,700.  Keep old chevy.  Budget for 3 new radios; new truck will also need one.
