COUNTY REPRESENTATIVE
Dick Harrington reported that the county is having a good year in regards to capital projects.  At 8:40 PM, Deputy Mayor and Trustee Schaffer left meeting.  Returned at 8:57 PM.  Bridge St. finished on schedule. New shoulder widening machine is in that will be shared by all municipalities in Tioga Co.  Trees and shrubs being planted around air conditioning unit at Social Services building.  Need space for IT, moving to Hubbard auditorium in stage area.  Most of the work will be done by Buildings and Grounds workers.  Financial status is on target – ahead on revenues and behind on expenses.  County passed the Designation of the Upper Susquehanna River and Tributaries as an American Heritage River.  Tioga Downs - $600,000 with half going to Nichols and half to the County.  Tioga Downs petitions for assessment reduction.  Went from 8 million to 4 million.  Voting machines – Governor signed bill to use voting machines.  County has not revised scale for disabled and aged in years, checking into this.  Some of the RR crossing will not be getting done.
