Regular meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:05 PM. Pledge of Allegiance. Moment of Silence for 9/11. Roll Call taken.  Public Hearing was opened at 7:07 PM for discuss of local Law 02-2007. Out of first Public Hearing.  Second Public Hearing was opened at 7:17 PM for discuss of local Law 03-2007. Out of second Public Hearing. Third Public Hearing was opened at 7:21 PM for opening of bids for fuel oil and Propane. Bids consisted of:   Scott, Smith & Sons   Fuel Oil - 2.4506, Propane - 1.8907, Mirabito (Fluctuating Price) F.O. – 2.466, Pro – 2.00, and (Firm Price) F.O.- 2.58, Pro – 2.00, A.O.K. Out of third Public Hearing. Guests were given the privilege of the floor. Ron McEwen introduced himself as one of the candidates for County Legislator.
