Chapter 72 - Business Regulations - 

Suggestions:

Either have an ad hoc committee or planning board access new businesses coming in with the understanding that meetings could be impromptu.

Devise a form to specifically address business - use boiler plate form and leave room for questions and answer designed for that business.

Looking into making a law for misrepresentation for business and/or recourse when there is deviation from what permit specifies.

Get copy of business permit.

Look at specific examples of what you would not want to have in the village - things that would affect quality of life.

72-4 - displaying of permit

72-5-B - register vehicles

72-5-C-remove

72-6 - new businesses, new construction?

72-11 - E.F. - delete

72-12 - Delete code enforcement

72-14 - penalties to be discussed.

Recommendations:

Remove all references to registering vehicles

Annual renewals - tied in with code enforcement

Have C.E. take form to sign for registration and will this apply to old businesses, as well as new?

Any change of business must have board approval after review from planning board or ad hoc committee.
