Water Rate Committee Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at 7:01 PM.  Minutes for the July 5, 2011 and August 2, 2011 meetings were approved with a Motion by Bob Stevens, Seconded by Merle Prentice. Carried.

Meeting with Hunt Engineering discussed regarding planning of Project #4.  Cost estimates were not available.  Project being submitted to USDA before Village review to get last of grant monies.  Meeting scheduled for October 14, 2011 with USDA and also with Kane.  Discussion of construction this fall; Kane needs to do repairs left behind from last project. Question of putting off asphalt until next spring.  Need to make list of things needed to be done.  There will be a notice in newsletter for residents to inform Village of any issues from previous water project work.  Bob Stevens reviewed Proposal #4 work including importance of getting rid of last 4” lines.  Also need computer for telemetry readings.  Bill Foster reviewed flow meter in both wells and leak detection.  Chuck Franzese to provide cost estimate to office and be distributed to committee.  Community Block Grant discussed to extend line to Truck Stop, legally have to provide water to all village residents; concern of dead end line and keeping it chlorinated.  It was noted there are other lines like that in the system which is extra work but is done.  Will present project to Village Board at next meeting, put on agenda. Will discuss project in more depth with Engineer at meeting.  
Debt Service report was reviewed.  Town usage discussed, resident questioned why Town is not paying for water.  Town office pays for water, but Town Barn doesn’t, as sharing of service.  Amount of town water adjustments requested for Board Meeting.  Complaint raised that village residents not allowed to use town dumpsters after flood.
Well House #3 has new meter in, old meter reading excessively high.  Proceeding with turning off water of one town resident due to lack of payment, original court agreement not being paid as well as current bills.
Meeting adjourned at 8:14 p.m. with a Motion by Merle Prentice, Seconded by Bill Foster.
