Minutes were read and approved as presented from April 8th meeting. Motion by Card, second by Flint-Beck.    
FINANCIAL REPORT:
Report as of 3/31/2014 and 4/30/14 discussed as presented.

Sidewalk Committee – Discussed DOT funding opportunity; 80/20 match, will pursue funding application for Whig Street only due to safety issue of residents and children walking in the road due to unsafe or empty sidewalks. Trying to seek alternatives to 20% match portion – cannot be charged to resident as user fee, village cannot afford to pay the 20% due to budget restraints and tax cap. Will proceed with application upon recommendation of sidewalk committee. 

Camera for Trout Ponds – Cameras will be ordered day after meeting, hope to be installed prior to next board meeting, June 10th.

Constitutional Prerogatives – Landlord, Scott Evans, did not want inspection – claimed invasion of privacy and infringement of rights. CEO wrote letter with alternative. Public spaces he has no right to object inspection. Also tenants have the right to refuse, landlords do not – according to attorney. Next step, contact tenants requesting inspections.

Water – There are 2 judgments on Odgen for unpaid water. Could not be relevied, Village sued her. Now need to locate her in order to enforce judgment and put lien on property if she owns any. Also unpaid past due water for French, who passed away, Attorney will look for any estate proceedings. Looking to collect these funds – possibly hire collection agency or sell asset if attorney unable to locate parties.


Noble Room Floor – Reviewed contract for abatement, new carpet tiles and installation - $17,574.37. Would be additional $2,470 if subfloor needs to be replaced. These costs do not include air monitoring which would be approximately $2-3000 more.
